Effective January 1, 2002, the Snohomish County Public Transportation Benefit Area (PTBA) will increase the
local sales and use tax rate by an additional three-tenths of one-percent (.003). The increase was approved by

public vote.

Retail businesses must collect the higher rate of salestax on charges made for sales and retail services within the
county. Businesses or persons will be subject to the higher rate of usetax if due on items used in their business or
for personal use within Snohomish County.
